"Eight years ago, I noticed an increased number of without
homeless people asking for a hand up. It inspired me .

Staff volunteered to take and hand out the kits
when they encountered someone in need.

When the pandemic started, I joined a group of local
women to provide hot meals to the homeless every
night of the week. We also provide tents, warm
clothing, sleeping bags and temporary shelter. This
group also supports Lot4d2 folks on an ongoing basis
with meals and donations.Roughly 50 meals go out
every night on a rotating cooking schedule.

Outreach is not for the faint of heart. We see so
many in need and at the lowest point in their lives.
Compassion and kindness without judgement along
with a helping hand and a warm smile, go a long way.

I was honoured to be nominated by two of my co-
workers for this award. The award of $500 was
donated to help build a new kitchen that will serve
pizza on demand for those on the street.”
